for Public School Students

At 1:00 PM on Thursday, July 1, 2004, in the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District’s Boardroom, Dona Richwine will unveil a new video film, handbook and media presentation designed to teach public school administrators how to establish a Farmers’ Market Salad Bar in their school systems. For six years, the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District and the City of Santa Monica have operated a Farmers’ Market Salad Bar program to provide fresh, locally-grown foods to public school students at a cost-savings to the school district.  The Salad Bar Program offers fresh-off-the-vine produce from farmers at the Santa Monica Certified Farmers’ Market.  It introduces the unique flavors and nutritional benefits of farm-fresh fruits and vegetables to public school students, building life-long dietary habits that will reap enormous health returns for the future of the United States.
